I want to make this about Madonna’s relentlessness in her career and possibly something to do with her charitable deeds and spiritual outlook.  She’s a driving force that is in perpetual motion.  She exists to not cease and she’ll do anything she puts her mind to before her time is up and she dies.  Vanity Fair has done several magazines with her in them, and I have a physical copy of one of the latest, but not a Madonna issue.  In the supplemental materials I’ve found online, and the main spread in this issue (Nov. 2008 w/ Amy Adams) the Vanity Fair spreads are mostly uncluttered, with the image taking a dominant part, with minimal text, on different sides of pages in different issues, making a starting point for the story that is to continue from that.  The images will probably be iconic and strong images of Madonna, and/or relating to her beliefs, the state of the world, and possible references to songs in the titling of the spread: i.e. her song “4 Minutes”(to save the world).
